Windows 2000 users will need to follow the instructions in Part A to install the patch. Windows XP users will need to follow the instructions in Part A and adjust their settings as described in Part B in order to hear the sound from the CD-ROM.

Part A: (Windows 2000 and XP users)

Download the attached file named MTB40LNL.DLL to a location where you will be able to locate it later. 

2.
Open “My Computer” and locate this file.

3.
Copy the file

Navigate to the following directory and

Paste MTB40LNL.DLL in to this location C://Windows/ASYM/RUNTIME/
You should be prompted with a box that asks you to make sure you want to replace the existing file with the new version. Choose Yes.

Note: Microsoft released this revised version of this file when it was noted that Windows 2000 and later did not support the sound on programs utilizing this file.

Part B (Windows XP users only)

1.
Go to the Start menu > Programs > The Railroad.

2.
Right click on “The Railroad” 

3.
Select “Properties” in the pop-up menu that appears to launch the application’s Properties window.

4.
Select the “Compatibility” tab.

5.
Select “Run this program in compatibility mode for:” and in the drop down box below choose Windows 98.

6.
Click the OK button and close the window.
